Ken offers the following:  “Let me leave you some personal thoughts on URI ROTC, the 
Army and the great Americans that continue to join our ranks.   
  
When I decided to attend URI in 1968 I honestly had no idea what ROTC stood for or 
that ROTC was a required elective for my first two years.  My plan was to study 
engineering and play football, not necessary in that order.  Little did I understand how 
the Reserve Officer Training Corps experience at URI would change my direction in life.  
This was a period in our country with the Vietnam War raging and the nation debating 
many of the same questions that we hear today.   
  
After two years in ROTC I decided that being a leader in the U.S. Army was something I 
wanted to experience.  The decision was made easier by the positive influence of the URI 
cadre in the ROTC Department, who were all combat veterans.  I had the great pleasure 
to see Jim Malley recently at a URI ROTC function.  Thirty-five years ago Major Malley 
mentored my development as a cadet and greatly influenced my decision to enter the 
advanced program and later select Infantry as my first branch choice.   Thanks so much 
Jim for your leadership. 
  
Aside from my decision to marry my wife Lynn, the decision to enter the Army Advanced 
ROTC Program has been the most important decision in my life.  I discovered my passion 
and purpose in life and have never looked back.  I learned about engineering (although 
not as much as I should have) but I never would have excelled in that field.  My 
engineering education was not a waste; it helped my logic and problem solving skills that 
I still use everyday.  I learned a great many life skills on the gridiron that has helped me 
enormously throughout life.  I also learned that I was a very average athlete, thank god 
the Army was hiring! 



  
Last week I made my second visit in the past year to Walter Reed Medical Center to visit 
soldiers.  I went with the hope I could make a difference in their day and raise their 
spirits.  What I learned yet again is that it was I who was inspired and cheered up, not 
the soldiers I visited; their morale was already high.  Our Army is blessed to have such 
wonderful Americans in our ranks who have sacrificed so much for their country.  
  
To those that are considering a career in the U.S. Army, consider this.  If you want to see 
and experience the world, be challenged everyday and make a difference for the nation, 
then the Army has something to offer you.  The U.S. Army has changed enormously since 
I first joined but what have not changed are our core values and the need for young 
leaders.    
  
Recent assignments only reinforced my belief of how great an Army we are blessed with.  
In Kosovo and Bosnia I saw sergeants, lieutenants, and soldiers all rise to meet the 
challenges they faced everyday.  Young Americans thrived in the friction and chaos of the 
Balkans and today are displaying the same gift for flexibility, adaptability and innovation 
in the current fight.  One thing is sure, our nation is at war and will be for the 
foreseeable future.  The other certainty is that young American leaders will always be in 
demand to ensure our Army can win the nations’ wars.    
  
Today I serve as a Commandant of the Joint Forces Staff College.  It is a wonderful job 
to be involved in the education and training for joint officers from all the services.   We 
have a very operationally experienced joint force that has served across the world.  
Currently, the Army alone has 300,000 soldiers deployed to 120 countries across the 
globe.  I know from the newsletter that many URI graduates are and have served in many 
of these deployment areas.  Thanks for your dedicated service to the nation.”

Another of our own, BG(P) Roger Nadeau ’73, has recently assumed command of the 
relatively new REDCOM =  US Army Research, Development and Engineering 
Command.  The command was officially formed on 1 March 2004 after its concept plan 
was approved by the Department of the Army.  It first commander was MG John 
Doesburg.  RECCOM consists of more than 30,000 military and civilian personnel and 
full time contractors who are charged with moving technology out of the laboratories and 
into the hands of Warfighters as quickly as possible.  REDCOM is responsible for 75 
percent of the Army’s science and technology objectives.  The command seeks out and 
develops the latest technology to provide the most advanced weapons, communication, 
clothing, food and vehicles, using 110 direct liaisons to the field and more than 300 
international agreements.

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1LT Nate Seidell ’02 has been yet another very busy soldier.  He is deployed to Iraq and 
has been in touch with many alumni as well as several staff/cadre at URI ROTC.   He has 
taken the time to share his experiences, what he has learned leading many combat patrols, 
and doing his best to communicate the many very important “Lessons Learned” in the 
hope that those following him and his soldiers might pick up on the many force 
protection pointers.  We’ll share a few of these here.  Below is a photo of Lt Seidell and 
his platoon Sergeant in his sergeant’s “conex” container/quarters; 



 
 
Here is just a sample of Lt Seidell’s observations – some great work from one of our 
“Cramers Sabers” award winners (2002):  “If you are getting ready to hit Iraq print this 
out and put it up in the CP.  SHOW THIS TO YOUR GUYS AND EXPLAIN TO THEM 
WHY WE KEEP WINDOWS UP IN A HUMVEE ON PATROL! THEY ALL SAY I 
RATHER BE DEAF THAN DEAD IN REGARD TO HAVING WINDOWS UP. well this 
ied would more than have made you deaf with windows down. The threat on patrol is no 
longer small arms fire, it is massive ieds and vbieds(vehicle born ieds). My buddy is ok, 
just cracked some ribs. These ieds are everywhere and are usually made with 152 mm 
rounds. They are small enough that it is hard to spot them on patrol. So far my PLT has 
been lucky but I think it is because we drive fast and do not let vehicles block us in. The 
faster you move the harder it is for the enemy to remote detonate it on you. Also look for 
people in the area on cell phones watching the roads. My CO has had his convoy hit 
twice, probably because his guys do not leave the wire everyday and are not used to 
driving in the area. They got botched up in a high threat area (traffic circle) and an ied 
detonated. Also the ied's ten to be placed on the medians more than the sides of the road 
in my AO. We recently started finding 82mm ieds. hopefully they are out of the big 
rounds. 4-6 ieds are found or detonated along our route every week. Cannon wait until 
the tail end of ramadan when the AIF will really pick up the slack! Also make sure all 
your NCO's know exactly what to do if someone was injured by an ied. Every few days we 
do full force rehersals for ied detonations with variables ie small arms attack, one 
wounded or disabled vehicles. Ensure all drivers and tc's know what to do and how the 



area is to be secured off. When we went to Samarra a National Guard unit was patrolling 
our sector and hit an ied. The NCO in charge got a major wound to the stomach and no 
one else knew what to do. They ended up leaving 1 humvee behind with security and 
driving the soldier to a hagi hospital in the town. The doctors stuffed gauze into his 
stomach and he died shortly after. All nco's need to know what  is going on during every 
patrol even if it is a boring one. They all need to have a 9line prepped to call in with BN 
and Dustoff Freqs, in case they have to be in charge. On most patrols here the full PLT 
does not go out, usually 2/3 of your combat power with either PL or PSG. Just a few 
observations on how an ied can ruin your day! My plt has great videos of us blowing up 
ieds with 240's.    nate. ‘
