N. M. on March 26, 2006. The URI ROTC Alumni Chappartially supported this
event again this year.

The annual march, a 26.2-mile course, honors Wfdd Il soldiers who were
responsible for the defense of the islands of LuBmregidor and the harbor defense
forts of the Philippines. On April 9, 1942, tenstlkbusands of the American and Filipino
soldiers surrendered to Japanese forces. The soldere marched for days in the
scorching heat through the Philippine jungles. Hamas died. Those who survived faced
the hardships of a prisoner of war camp. Othergwaunded or killed when unmarked
enemy ships transporting prisoners of war to Jayere sunk by U.S. air and naval
forces.

The URI cadets were among the 4,000 or so miléggy civilian personnel who
participated in the event this year. URI had thiy ®TC team from New Englandhe
team consists of seven URI cadets, two Roger Willidniversity cadets, and one Salve
Regina University cadet.
